Linda White 
suggested a connection to the Quabbin to Cardigan Partnership.  June was suggested as a good time to 
hold the workshop.

e. Old Mill Farm – Beard Road (M 11E, L 9-1).  The deed has been recorded.  It was 
noted that the boundrys should be marked and the trail can now be extended.  Richard Head will ask 
Peter Mellen about an estimate for marking.

f. Partners Farm – Windsor Road (M 7, L 119).  It was noted that the deed had been 
recorded.  The access easement to the Conservation property & easement will need to be marked.
