The Hillsborough Economic Development Commission is proposing to designate four Economic Revitalization Zones (ERZs) in Town. The ERZ program is enabled in the State of New Hampshire through NH RSA 162-N. The designation allows businesses located within an ERZ to seek short-term business tax credits for projects that improve infrastructure and/or create full-time jobs. The program is designed to encourage economic redevelopment and benefit local businesses.
